Conditions A question that will change what the outcome is.
Physical system | An electronic system such as a computer/laptop/tablet
Selection Where a question is asked and based on the answer by the user, the code completes the

next step

Conditions Creating rules for the next step of the code to generate a specific rule such as repetition
Web spiders A web crawler, spider, or search engine bot downloads and indexes content from all over

the Internet.

Search indexing | Similar to creating a library card catalogue for the Internet so that a search engine knows
where on the Internet fo retrieve information when a person searches for it.
